                                     Camp  Rules




1.  Parking is restricted to designated areas.  All traffic is restricted to roadways, except in the encampment areas to load/pick up gear.  Please drive slowly and courteously when you are driving in public areas such as the bike trail and camp areas.  Look out for pedestrians: Especially children, pets, roller-bladers and cyclists.  

2.  Camp layouts are under the authority of a designated volunteer.  Please support this person.  If you have issues or concerns, raise these with your unit commander or the event co-ordinator. 

3.  Please watch or secure valuables in camp.  This is especially important for the camps located outside the fort. 

4.  Fires are permitted in designated areas only.  They should never be left unattended.  Do not burn trash, paper, garbage, etc.  All fires must have a period style fire bucket nearby.  Extinguish fires when the activity is finished. 

5.  Please place trash in garbage bags or pails. 

6.  Due to the archaeologically sensitive nature of the site, no digging of any kind is permitted.  This will be strictly enforced. 

7.  Metal detectors are illegal within park boundaries.  No collection or removal of artifacts or natural objects is permitted.  Please respect the integrity of this national historic site and its resources. Please help us by reporting this to site staff. 

8.  Parents or guardians are responsible for minors at all times.  Please do not allow your children to climb on top of the fortification walls or in the gun embrasures. (Gun ports). The site can be dangerous after dark.  Do your exploring in the daylight and exercise caution at all times.  

9.  Do not feed or disturb wild animals on site.  

10.  No smoking is permitted inside the buildings at any time (including clay pipes, etc).  Our buildings are equipped with smoke detectors.  If an alarm sounds, exit the building immediately and our security staff will respond.  

11.  Please watch our security watchmen.  They are there for your safety and protection.  

12. We ask that you maintain a correct period appearance throughout our operating hours.  No cigarettes, cameras, watches, or other modern equipment should be used while the public is persent.  Please help us to preserve the atmosphere for visitors and other participants.  

13.  All our guide staff have had specific training on the history of Fort George.  Please feel free to refer visitors to them to assist in answering questions.  You bring knowledge with you that our staff may not be familiar with.  Please share it with us and our visitors. At Fort George we do not correct co-workers or volunteers in front of the public.  

14.  Public washrooms will be open throughout the weekend and will be supplemented by portable toilets.  Please let us know if there are problems.  Showers are modern, but hot water is scarce.  Please be considerate. 

15.  No consumption of alcohol is permitted while the public is present. You may have your own alcohol at your site after hours, or you may purchase drinks from our tavern to support the event.  Rowdy or disorderly conduct will not be tolerated, and all laws enforced.
